OVERVIEW 

A lot of us have trouble understanding why Jesus had to die 
for our sins not because we don’t understand God’s holiness, 
but we misunderstand our own level of depravity. In a world 
where so much sin is accepted and celebrated, it’s easy to 
believe that we aren’t “that bad.” Without the sacrifice of 
Jesus, we would be without hope and without forgiveness. 
Isaiah 64:6 says, “We are all infected and impure with 
sin. When we display our righteous deeds, they are nothing 
but filthy rags. Like autumn leaves, we wither and fall, and our 
sins sweep us away like the wind.” Even on our best days and 
with our best intentions, without the blood of Jesus we would 
deserve death as the punishment for sin. We did nothing to 
earn our forgiveness and everything to deserve punishment. 
But in God’s great love for us, He sent His son and took our 
punishment upon Himself. Jesus died not because we were 
worthy of it, but because He loves to be with the ones He 
loves.
